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LSO TO DEBUT AT TANGLEWOOD – JUNE 12, 2010
Longwood Symphony Orchestra will play at Seiji Ozawa Hall in Lenox, MA as part of a two day collaboration with Berkshire Children and Families.
(BOSTON) – Longwood Symphony Orchestra will partner with Berkshire Children and Families for an extraordinary two day collaboration beginning with a symposium focusing on Inspired Prevention, child education and literacy featuring Drs. Eli Newberger and Kerby Alvy.  The highlight of the weekend is LSO's June 12th Ozawa Hall debut under the baton of Artistic Director and Conductor Jonathan McPhee featuring the works of Debussy, Nielsen and American composer Gene Scheer.

Through the Healing Art of Music™ program, Longwood Symphony has selected Berkshire Children and Families as their first Berkshire County Community Partner for their debut in Ozawa Hall at Tanglewood on June 12, 2010.  The new relationship between Longwood Symphony Orchestra and Berkshire Children and Families has sparked the creation of the June 11th symposium.  The symposium theme is Inspiring Prevention to represent an intersection of the two organizations' respective missions around music and medicine, and early education and literacy in the context of parent child relationships for children.  Sponsored by Greylock Insurance Agency, it will be held at the Berkshire Museum in Pittsfield, and will intertwine notable speakers with musical performances to give emphasis to the rich opportunities for healing and healthy development for children.  We are fortunate to feature Eli Newberger, M.D., internationally renowned pioneer in the field of child abuse and neglect, accomplished musician and part-time Lenox resident as well as Kerby Alvy, Ph.D., founder of both Center for the Improvement of Child Caring and the National Effective Parenting Initiative.  
Celebrating music, healing and the inextinguishable human spirit, Maestro McPhee will lead LSO in a performance of Albert Schweitzer Portrait by Gene Scheer (2009) narrated by State Representative Daniel E. Bosley. This work was co-commissioned by Longwood Symphony Orchestra and the Albert Schweitzer Fellowship in 2009 to honor Dr. Albert Schweitzer, Nobel Peace Prize laureate, musician, physician and humanitarian. The concert will also include Nielsen’s moving Symphony No. 4 “The Inextinguishable” and Debussy’s epic La Mer.

ABOUT THE ARTISTS
LONGWOOD SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA is a unique ensemble established in 1982 with a mission is to perform concerts of musical excellence and innovation while supporting medically-related nonprofit organizations.  Nearly eighty percent of the orchestra’s 120 musicians are health care professionals, including physicians and medical students from Boston University School of Medicine, Harvard Medical School, Tufts University School of Medicine and U. Mass. Medical School.  
Longwood Symphony Orchestra’s musical mission is as unique as its medical mission. Artistic Director Jonathan McPhee leads LSO in four annual concerts that feature a blend of repertoire standards and less-recognized masterpieces and performs at least one Boston premiere each season.  LSO has reintroduced Boston audiences to works by American composers Barber, Copland and Dello Joio.  In 2009, LSO co-commissioned a new work, Albert Schweitzer Portrait with the words of Nobel Peace Prize laureate Dr. Albert Schweitzer, the music of Gene Scheer, arranged and adapted by Jonathan McPhee.
Longwood Symphony Orchestra’s three major programs combine music, medicine and service to Heal the Community through Music.

Healing Art of Music™ program: Established in 1991, LSO’s award-winning program is designed to help raise awareness and funds for the community’s medically underserved by partnering with health-related nonprofits.  To date, LSO has collaborated with 35 Community Partners, raised over $850,000 and touched the lives of thousands of patients and clients.  In 2007, LSO received the Excellence in Community Engagement Award from the League of American Orchestras for this unique program.

 LSO on Call is a chamber music outreach initiative that brings music directly to those who can no longer attend concerts. LSO chamber musicians perform monthly concerts in hospital wards, rehabilitation centers, and health care facilities.  This program brings healing music to patients, healthcare staff, and to the healer musicians themselves.
LSO Community Conversations is a series of lectures and symposia on the dialogue between the arts and sciences. Topics have included the role of the arts in global AIDS and role of creativity in addressing domestic violence, on International Women’s Day.  In 2008, LSO traveled to London for performances and lectures on Innovations in Cancer Care. In 2009, LSO’s “Crossing the Corpus Callosum: Neuroscience, Healing and the Arts” drew experts, artists and physicians from six states and ten academic institutions.

Longwood Symphony Orchestra presents a comprehensive model of artistic vision and service.  LSO received the 2007 MetLife Award for Excellence in Community Engagement from the League of American Orchestras and today continues to set an example for community engagement nationwide.  On January 31, 2010, Longwood Symphony Orchestra launched a global movement of Symphonic Relief for Haiti.  In partnership with New England Conservatory, LSO has engaged over 25 musical organizations to perform in support of Partners In Health.

JONATHAN MCPHEE was named Music Director and Conductor of the Longwood Symphony Orchestra in 2004 and Artistic Director in 2008, Mr. McPhee is also Music Director of the Lexington Symphony Orchestra, Boston Ballet Orchestra, as well as for the Nashua Symphony Orchestra & Chorus in New Hampshire.

Recent guest engagements include the Portland Symphony Orchestra, Plymouth Philharmonic, Youngstown Symphony Orchestra, the Orquesta Sinfonica de Tenerife in Spain, and the Lithuanian National Orchestra.  Mr. McPhee has also appeared with the BBC Scottish Symphony, Buffalo Philharmonic, the Louisiana Philharmonic, The Hague Philharmonic, Rochester Philharmonic, San Francisco Symphony, Orchestre Colonne (Paris), the National Philharmonic in London, the Danish Radio Symphony Orchestra, and the Bergen Philharmonic in Norway, among others.  Mr. McPhee has conducted for many of the world's premier dance companies, including the New York City Ballet, The Royal Ballet (England), Martha Graham Dance Company, National Ballet of Canada, and the Australian Ballet.  In addition, Mr. McPhee has also conducted opera, appearing with Opera Boston, the American Opera Center in New York, and Boston University Opera, and further extends his diverse repertoire with pops concerts, musical theatre and operetta.

Mr. McPhee's works as an arranger and composer are in the repertoires of orchestras and ballet companies around the world.  His edition of Stravinsky's Rite of Spring is the only authorized reduced orchestration of this work.  Mr. McPhee's compositions and arrangements are published by Boosey & Hawkes, Inc. and his edition of Stravinsky's complete Firebird for Boosey & Hawkes was recently performed by the Philadelphia Orchestra and Baltimore Symphony.

An active educator of both music and ballet, Mr. McPhee is an Artistic Advisor for Young Audiences of Massachusetts and his work with Boston's WCRB-FM on "Kids' Classical Hour" resulted in a 1998 Gabriel Award.

Born in Philadelphia, Mr. McPhee received his L.R.A.M. from the London Royal Academy of Music and a B.M. and M.M. from the Juilliard School.  While at Juilliard, Mr. McPhee was the recipient of a Naumburg Scholarship in Conducting and English Horn.  He has studied with Leonard Brain, David Diamond, Thomas Stacy, Rudolf Kempe, Sixten Ehrling, and participated in master classes with Sir Georg Solti and James Levine at Juilliard.
REPRESENTATIVE DANIEL E. BOSLEY, of North Adams, serves as the Vice-Chairman of the House Committee on Bonding, Capital Expenditure, and State Assets.  The Vice-Chairman has been a leader on a number of state policy initiatives but most recently has been very active on cultural issues.

In 1988, the Berkshire Eagle editorialized about Rep. Bosley’s efforts to secure funding for the Massachusetts Museum of Contemporary Art (Mass MoCA). “It is rare for a freshman legislator to bring home the bacon to his home district. Bosley brought the whole butcher shop.” The editorial said that many can claim credit for the funding for the museum, “but House leaders have said that what won them over was the constant spectacle of Bosley giving his all, month after cliffhanging month.”

Since then Representative Bosley has made the cultural economy one of his top priorities. Working with local and state tourism and cultural officials, Bosley has secured millions in increased funding for the state as well as local cultural councils. 

The Representative was the driving force behind creating a funding mechanism for capital improvements in our cultural facilities. The result was the creation of the Cultural Facilities Fund in his Economic Stimulus bill of 2006. This allows programs to apply for feasibility and technical assistance grants and a grant and a loan for the acquisition, construction, expansion, renovation or repair of cultural, entertainment, public venues or other commercial facilities.  This has lead to $24 million in state investment to over 120 facilities around the state. 

In 2008, Rep. Bosley’s legislation to establish the Creative Economy Council was signed into law by the Governor.  The Council’s mission is to develop a statewide strategy for the enhancement, encouragement, and growth of the creative economy in the Commonwealth, and to promote through public and private means responsive public policies and innovative private sector practices.  In addition to serving on the Creative Economy Council, the Representative is also a member of the Legislature’s Cultural Caucus, which aims to focus legislative efforts to positively impact the Commonwealth’s extensive cultural sector.

For the past two legislative sessions, Representative Bosley has also filed a bill to establish a commission to develop an index of creative and innovative education. The commission would consist of legislators, business and community leaders working with the Department of Education, the Massachusetts Cultural Council and education leaders to measure the creative and critical thinking opportunities each school allows.  Subsequently, this commission would establish incentives for schools to implement the core curriculum framework of creative thinking.  The Commission would also look at “best practices” that could be spread from one school to another.

First elected as State Representative in 1986, Representative Bosley is currently serving his twelfth term.  Bosley graduated cum laude from North Adams State College in 1976 with a BA in History and Political Science.  In 1996, he received his MA in Public Policy from UMass Boston.  In 2001, Massachusetts College of Liberal Arts awarded Bosley with an honorary Doctor of Laws.  He lives in North Adams with his wife, Laura, and his daughter, Stephanie.
